This event will consist of individual and team competition.  The individual competition will be stroke play with each golfer recording their individual scores.  The team competition will consist of a randomly selected foursome based on handicap, A, B, C, and D player based on a list of Lo to Hi handicaps.  The teams will be selected on 24 May 2010.  Team members will play together in the same foursome.
The three lowest net scores will be used to determine the team’s cumulative net score.  In the event there is a team with only three players a tournament committee member will draw the name of a player from the “D” group and this person’s score will be used as their team’s fourth score; the three lowest net scores will then be selected and used for that team’s net score.  The name of the fourth player will remain anonymous. 
A representative from each club will collect all green fees ($25) and the prize fund ($25) for a total of $50 from each member of his club in advance.
